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USM-422 Installation for Mac running Garage Band 
 
 

1. Plug USB connector into open USB port on your computer. 

2. Plug MIDI connector marked “IN” to the MIDI output of your keyboard.  Plug 

connector marked “OUT” to the MIDI input of your keyboard. 

3. From your desktop open Macintosh HD. 

 

4. Go to Applications > Utilities > Audio MIDI Setup 

 



5. Select the MIDI devices tab and you should see one icon marked “USB Midi”, 

this is the USM-422 interface. 

 

6. Click on add device, this new device will be the keyboard connected to the 

interface. Connect the two devices by clicking and dragging the output of each to 

the input of the other. 

 



7. You can now open a new Garage Band project. 

 

8. You may need to view the preferences of the software to verify it’s reading the 

“USB Midi” device for midi input.  

Note: Garage Band does not support MIDI out because it’s designed to use 

internal sounds.  If you wish to send recorded MIDI information back out to your 

keyboard you will have to use another program. 

 

 



The lights on the USM-422 mean the following: 

Red light – will remain on when plugged into a USB port 

Blue light – will flash when MIDI data is running from keyboard to computer 

Green light – will flash when MIDI data is running from computer to keyboard
